Archery Challenges & Rules
Rules
· Any basic archery equipment (bows and arrows) may be used.

· No mechanical trigger releases may be used.  (Thumb rings are acceptable.)
· No mechanical sites may be used.  (Limb markings are acceptable.)

· All challenges are 2 rounds of six arrows

· No challenges are timed
Challenges
Standard Target Shoot
· A round 5-colour target will be placed at 18 metres (~59 feet)
· Points: 10, 8, 6, 4, 2 for each concentric circle, from the centre outwards
· 2 rounds of six arrows
Clout Shoot
· Clout centred at 40 metres from shooting line (~131 feet)
· Deer target (near full size), with heart marking
· Ground rings at 4, 7 and 10 feet (radius)
· Points: Heart 10, Deer 8, Concentric circles 3, 2, 1 respectively
· 2 rounds of six arrows
Wand Shoot
· Wand of 6 ft height, and 1-1/2 inch width
· Points: 20 for placement in the wand

· 1 round of six arrows
Changes

· Competitor’s meetings will be held on site to remind and clarify to the participants the rules and format, and to review any minor changes that may need to be made, as appropriate.

· Due to the unpredictable nature of the circumstances surrounding competitors and mounts, the Head Judge will have authority to make any changes required on the field during the competition.
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
