Event Rules – Overall

Event Rules

Rule #1: Stephanie is in charge.

· The Tournament at the Grand Hastilude 2010 will be an International Jousting Association – Canada (IJA-Canada) registered event.
· Despite the fact that this is not a public event, all participants are expected to be in reasonable medieval costume at all times during the actual competitions on Saturday and Sunday.  If you have any questions concerning “reasonable”, please contact the Tournament Marshal (Jordan Heron) before the event.

· Please familiarize yourself with the IJA International and Canadian Handbooks, specifically the “Rules of Association” and “Code of Practice”, sent to you with your IJA-Canada membership.  (Contact Jordan Heron if you require either membership or documentation.)
· All competitors taking part in the mounted aspects of the Tournament at the Grand Hastilude 2010 must be members of the IJA-Canada or another chapter of the IJA.

· All participants taking part in the Tournament at the Grand Hastilude 2010 do so at their own risk, and must sign the appropriate waiver.

· All mounted participants must have third party liability insurance.  Proof must be provided on site.  Insurance provided through Ontario Equestrian Federation membership, and similar equestrian governing bodies, is acceptable.

· All participants are expected to treat everyone with respect, and will follow the direction of the tournament staff.

Entry Tests

Skill-at-Arms:

· It is expected that all riders will be known to the tournament staff, in which case there will be no formal entry tests.  The Tournament Marshal will informally assess competitors during warm up sessions.

· IJA Certificates of Competence (Level 1 for Skill-at-Arms, Levels 2 & 3 for Jousting) will be honoured, and will be treated as “known competitors”, subject to informal assessment.

· Any rider completely unknown to tournament staff will be assessed by the Tournament Marshal, according to the Horsemanship and Skill-at-Arms sections of the IJA Rider Level 1 Grading Check List found in the current IJA Member’s Handbook.

Jousting:

· All jousters must take part in the Skill-at-Arms competition as an entry test for jousting.  (Overall competence will be informally assessed; a specific score or success rate is not required.)

Horse owners reserve the right to refuse riders on any grounds.

Locations

· All events and horse boarding will take place at Cricket Lane Farm
Accommodation

· Camping on site is primitive, with portable washrooms (port-o-johns).
· Water is available at the house.

· Local hotels are available, at your own cost.  Contact the Tournament Marshal for suggestions.
Event Rules – the Tournament

Event Officials

Tournament Marshal – Jordan Heron
· The Tournament Marshal will see that the overall event runs smoothly, and will ensure this by coordination with the people responsible for all other roles.  The Tournament Marshal also has final say in any decisions involving armour and horse tack used at the event.

Foot Combat Marshal – Dale Gienow

· The Foot Combat Marshal has sole control of the foot combat tournament at the event, and will see that the combat runs smoothly, and will ensure this by coordination with the people responsible for all other roles.  The Foot Combat Marshal also has final say in any decisions involving armour in the foot combat tournament.

Head Judge – Gerald Pyra
· The Head Judge is responsible for ensuring that the tournament is fairly set up, run and judged, according to the published rules.  The Head Judge is also responsible for directing the activities of all other judges, and for tallying up final results.  The Head Judge is also the sole arbiter of competition on the field, with regards to scoring, reruns, disqualifications, etc.

Horse Master – Stephanie Campbell
· The Horse Master is responsible the overall stabling environment, and for ensuring that horses are properly cared for by their owners or designates.  The Horse Master also has final say on usage of horses at the event (apart from overruling a horse owner in matters of who rides a horse or if a horse owner decides to withdraw his or her horse from the event).

Chief Squire – Stephanie Campbell
· The Chief Squire coordinates all of the other ground crew to ensure that all required duties and activities are performed. This also includes briefing all foot crew on their individual duties. The Chief Squire is also in charge of the list area and all persons (including riders) must follow her instructions while they are in the lists.

Personal Squires – Various

· Each competitor will have a “personal squire” assigned to assist the rider while in the list.  A member of the event ground crew will be assigned, if the rider does not bring a personal squire.  Personal squires will also be under the control of the Chief Squire while they are in the list area.

Duties of Tournament Participants

Riders

· All riders must follow the instructions of any of the tournament officials listed above and abide by their decisions.

· Riders must make every effort to stay within the confines of the lists and other approved horse areas, and must not knowingly put members of the public, horses, or the other tournament participants at risk of injury.

· Riders must use equipment that conforms to at least the minimum specifications as laid down by the IJA. 

Ground Crew

· All ground crew must follow the instructions of the Chief Squire.  It is the responsibility of all of the ground crew to be familiar with any emergency procedures in the lists and stabling areas.
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
